Ping Tung County, Taiwan
"Morakot hits Taiwan"
Dave Stiles

Recently, Typhoon Morakot hit Taiwan and took awye#oll on this fragile island. The

devastation was the worse in 50 years. The starmpeéd more than six feet of rain over a two
day period. It killed hundreds and demolished
homes, businesses, villages, and bridges.

The community responded as people began to
gather to help. Even though the president was
criticized for his slow response, the Buddhist
community quickly sprung into action. They
were highly organized and knew what to do and
where to go. Rescue teams were formed and food
was gathered to provide people in homes that
were flooded. After a few days, Buddhist Monks
went door to door giving every family $300 to
help compensate them for their loss. However, @bristian friends refused to accept any
money.

Later, the military was called into action to help
evacuate people and help with the clean up efforts.
Christian organizations also responded helping with
the restoration and recovery efforts. Taiwanese
from unaffected areas began giving money, time
and their hearts; as the whole island came together
to help those in need.

Living in a foreign culture we were not quite sunme what to do. We wanted to help with the
cleanup in some way, but Christian churches weres $b respond. We soon discovered that
many farmers, fishermen, and small business owmaalssignificant losses. So, God led us to
pray with these families and raise money to asaist their recovery.

Please continue to pray for us and the church in
Taiwan that we may become more equipped to
support the community both spiritually and
socially in order to bring glory to His name.

First we have given priority for our Christian Coegations and where there is a Church
Building. We have installed all the 4 Systemshea Church Building campus and one system
we have installed in our Regional Office CenteBlaagalpur.

We plan to install the remaining two systems irs Bictober this year. The delay is because of
the raining season - June- September.

The installed systems are working well and that ltwal people, both Christians and non-
